Check that:

opportunities are provided to address staff gaps in knowledge
and skills relating to student safety and wellbeing

ongoing professional learning is undertaken on emerging
school safety and wellbeing issues

non-teaching and casual/specialist/visiting staff are included
in relevant professional learning opportunities

approaches to PLD are flexible to meet the variable needs of
adult learners (face-to-face, size of group, online, time of day)

opportunities are regularly provided for more expert and
advanced professional learning for staff.
