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Work together with current kaiako  – create a smooth,
structured transition process, including visits, orientation
activities, and support strategies.

Be open to follow-up conversations  – offer to stay in touch
with previous staff for ongoing support as ākonga settle into
their new environment.

Learn about previous transitions  – ask what previously
helped ākonga successfully transition between activities,
lessons, and environments.
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
